“Jesus Christ, His Only Son, Our Lord “

The second article of the Apostles' Creed states: "and in Jesus Christ, His Only Son, our Lord."
Here, the object of our faith is the Son of God, the second person of the Trinity. The following
contents, the articles 3-7, deal with the specific confessions regarding His divine conception and virgin
birth, suffering and death/burial, descension into hell, resurrection and ascension, co-reigning with the
Father, second coming, and judgment of souls. The reason why the lengthiest portion of the creed is
dedicated to the Son is because He is the key to our belief, hope, and future. This creed, then, does
not simply advocate doctrinal views about God, but it also contains elements which are most relevant
and applicational to our life and salvation through Jesus Christ (and the Holy Spirit). Apart from the
mediating role of Jesus Christ, and the assisting role of the Holy Spirit in our lives, it would be
impossible for us to relate to God the Father Almighty. Our confession regarding the Son begins with
the acknowledgment of His identity. (1) "Jesus" ("Yeshua" in Hebrew, "I?sus" in Greek) is His human
name, which means "Yahweh/LORD saves." Through His incarnation, the Son has taken on the human
nature, put on a human face, and adopted a human name, so that He may identify with us and
provide the means of redemption (through His death) for us. (2) "Christ" is His title ("Mashiach" in
Hebrew, "Christos" in Greek) which means "Anointed One," sent by God to the awaiting Jews, as well
as the Gentiles. He is God's specially chosen and endorsed Prophet, Priest, and King to teach,
mediate, and rule over His people. (3) "Son" ("Huios" in Greek) is the term which refers to His
ultimate identity as the "only begotten" Son of God. He is uniquely the Son who is "eternally begotten”
of God the Father. (4) "Lord" ("Kurios" in Greek) is an all encompassing title which we attribute to
Jesus Christ in our allegiance and submission to Him. His Lordship implies His status of absolute
authority over all creation, and specially over human and angelic. The "gospel' or "good news"
("evangelion" in Greek) (Rom.1:1,2) according to Paul, then, is that of "Christ Jesus," "his Son," "our
Lord" (vv.1,3,4). This statement, of course, is well formulated in the Apostles' Creed.
