“The Birth of Jesus Christ"

Matthew’ s infancy narrative begins with a title (1:1), which refers primarily to 1:2-25 but secondarily to
themes found throughout the Gospel. Following this title are the genealogy (1:2-17), the birth of Jesus
(1:18-25), the visit of the magi (2:1-12), the sojourn in Egypt (2:13-15), the massacre of the children
(2:16-18), and the retun to Nazareth (2:19-23). Matthew 1 demonstrates Jesus’ s identity as the Messiah, son
of David and son of Abraham, who will save his people from their sins. Matthew 2 focuses on geography in
order to draw theological implications, such as Jesus’ s Davidic connections (bom in Bethlehem).

Matthew 1 and 2 both end with Jesus receivinga “name,”  “Immanugl” in 1:23 and “Nazarene” in 2:23. It
is also clear that each pericope in Matt. 1?2 contains a biblical citation (Matt. 1:23/lsa. 7:14; Matt. 2:6/Mic.
5:2; Matt. 2:15Hos. 11:1; Matt. 2:18Jer. 31:15; Matt. 2:23/lsa. 11:1?). For Matthew, Jesus is the one in
whom hiblical messianic promises and pattems are fulfilled. The biblical citations in Matt. 2 all contain
geographical themes: Bethlehem, Egypt, Ramah, and Nazareth.

Angelic dream appearances to Joseph recur (1:20; 2:13, 19), and two pericopes stressing Herod™ s hostility
(2:1-12, 16-18) are interspersed among these three dream appearances. Jesus the Messiah is David’ s and
Abraham’ s son Genealogy: Jesus the Messiah culminates Israel’ s history (Matt. 1:2-17) Dream 1: Jesus is
Immanuel. His virginal conception fulfills Isa. 7:14 (Matt. 1:18-25) Magi: In David" s city, Bethlehem, Jesus
fulfills Mic. 52 and is shown to be Abraham’ s son by blessing Gentiles in spite of hostile, deceptive King
Herod (Matt. 2:1-12) Dream 2: Jesus, God” s Son, recapitulates the exodus, fulfilling Hos. 11:1 (Matt. 2:13-15)
Massacre: King Herod murders the boys of Bethlehem, fulfiling Jer. 31:15 (Matt. 2:16-18) Dream 3: Jesus
moves to Nazareth, again fulfilling biblical prophecies (Matt. 2:19-23)
